Thursday, February 3, 2011
Departure

We depart on our transatlantic flight
to Cairo, on a journey that takes us
back through 5,000 years of history.

Friday, February 4, 2011 ¢ Cairo
We arrive in Cairo in the late
afternoon and are met by an Ed-
Ventures’ representative who will
assist us through the airport
formalities. We proceed to our
coach, where we meet our driver and tour leader, then
transfer to the Cairo hotel. D

Saturday, February 5, 2011 * Cairo

Today we visit one of the wonders of the world: the Great
Pyramids of Giza. As we marvel at the human imagination
and energy they display, we will find it difficult to avoid
being overwhelmed as these pyramids survived for 4,500
years, as dynasties came and went during the times of
Egypt’s many foreign invaders and conquerors. After lunch at
a local restaurant we visit the ancient Step Pyramid of King
Zoser (27" century BCE) and a tomb at Sakkara, the
necropolis of pharaohs during the Old Kingdom. B/L/D

Sunday, February 6, 2011 ¢ Cairo

After breakfast, we visit Old or Christian Cairo. We attend
the Mass Service at the Church of St. Barbara, with the
relics of St. Barbara, who according to legend was beaten to
death by her father for trying to convert him to Christianity.
Next, we visit the Church of Abu Serga, where according to
tradition, the Holy Family rested after fleeing from Kin%
Herod; this church has been an icon dating from the 11°
century. We also visit the beautiful Ben Ezra Jewish
Synagogue where, according to legend, Jeremiah was buried
and where the Pharaoh’s daughter found Moses in the basket
in the Nile river reeds. Our next visit is to the Al-Muallaga
Church, also known as the Hanging Church, because it was
built atop a Roman fortress. This afternoon we visit the
Egyptian Museum, housing more than 100,000 antiquities,
beginning with Pharaonic times, 5,000 years ago. B/L/D

Monday, February 7, 2011 * Overnight Train To Aswan

This morning we visit St. Simon Monastery at the Garbage
Collectors’ quarter by the Mokattam Mountain and we also
visit St. Theresa Charity House. Later we drive to the
Sultan Hassan Mosque for the noon prayer, a tour of the
grounds of this 14™ century CE mosque and law school,

including a discussion with the Imam. This evening we
board the overnight train to Aswan. B/L/D

Tuesday, February 8, 2011

On Board the Nile Cruise, Aswan

We arrive at Aswan Train Station and drive to our cruise boat
for lunch. After lunch we visit the Aswan High Dam, and the
Philae Temple of Goddess Isis. Overnight in Aswan. B/L/D

Wednesday, February 9, 2011 * On board the Cruise, Edfu
This morning we have a choice of an optional excursion to
fly to the two Temples of Abu Simbel built by the legendary
King Ramses the Great. We fly back to Aswan and return to
our cruise boat for lunch. Our cruise continues as we sail to
Edfu with a short stop at Kom Ombo for to visit of Kom
Ombo Temple. B/L/D

Thursday, February 10, 2011 * On board the Cruise, Luxor
Today, we visit the Temple of Edfu, one of the best
preserved temples of the ancient world, dedicated to the god,
Horus. Afterwards, we sail to Luxor and overnight. B/L/D

Friday, February 11, 2011 On board the Cruise, Luxor
Our day begins early this morning with an optional hot-air
balloon ride over the west bank of Luxor before the tour
begins; subject to weather conditions. We visit the Valley of
the Kings, including a tour of tombs with hieroglyphics that
recount the myths and the king’s journey to the afterlife. We
also visit the magnificent mortuary temple of Queen
Hatshepsut rising in spectacular beauty against the limestone
cliffs of the Valley of the Kings.
After exploring these ancient sites
we drive to an alabaster
workshop. We have an opportunity
to purchase items of aesthetic
& quality  fashioned  from this
beautiful material. As we return to
our hotel we view the Colossi of
Memnon, a pair of statues more
than 60 feet tall commemorating
Amenophis [l1l. After some free
time this afternoon, we take a carriage ride through the
village of Luxor and the local market before boarding our
cruise boat in Luxor. B/L/D

Saturday, February 12, 2011 * Red Sea, Hurghada
We depart our cruise boat this morning and tour the Temples
of Karnak and Luxor. Later we visit a papyrus institute
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where we enjoy a demonstration and have an opportunity to
purchase gifts for others and treasures for ourselves. After
lunch, we join a convoy to Hurghada and overnight. B/L/D

Sunday, February 13,2011 * Red Sea, Hurghada

Today we enjoy a full day of snorkeling near the Gifton Island
with a fresh fish lunch. We see the wonders of the Red Sea of
colored fish and beautiful corals. (Diving is an option). Later
we return to the hotel and overnight. B/L/D

Monday, February 14, 2011 « St. Catherine

After breakfast we take the ferry boat across to Sharm El
Sheikh where we have lunch and some free time before we
drive to St. Catherine Monastery area. (We will stay at the
monastery subject to availability.) B/L/D

Tuesday, February 15, 2011 « Mount Sinai, Cairo
We rise early this morning to climb Mount Sinai and watch
the sunrise. For those who prefer to ride up the mountain by

camel, that is an option. If you
are not up to the early morning
climb, resting at the monastery
and watching the monks in
their daily morning worship is
possible. After we return to the
monastery for breakfast and a
short rest, we see the Burning
Bush and the Monastery
Museum before departing for Cairo. B/L/D (Please pack a
flashlight. It is needed for the early morning climb.)

Wednesday, February 16, 2011 ¢ Cairo
Today is a free day for last minute shopping and packing.
This evening we enjoy a farewell dinner.

Thursday, February 17, 2011 * Cairo
We depart to Cairo Int'l Airport for our return flight home.
