Tuesday, October 26, 2010 • Departure  

Our journey begins as we board our transatlantic flight to 

Israel.  
 

Wednesday, October 27, 2010 • Tel Aviv 

Upon arrival at Tel Aviv International airport, we meet our 

tour leader and coach driver and transfer to our Tel Aviv hotel 

for overnight.  
 

Thursday, October 28, 2010 • Haifa  
After our breakfast, we drive to the Old City of Jaffa for a 

short walking tour. Then we proceed to the White City of Tel 

Aviv, where we take a walking tour of the World Heritage 

Site. The White City was constructed from the early 1930’s 

until the 1950’s, based on the urban plan by Sir Patrick 

Geddes, reflecting modern organic planning principles. The 

new town of Tel Aviv is an outstanding example of new town 

planning and architecture in the early 20th century. After 

lunch, we travel along the Mediterranean shoreline to visit 

Caesarea. We visit the sites of Caesarea, including the 

Roman Theater and the virtual presentation in the new 

Visitors Center. Next, we continue on to Haifa, located on 

Mount Carmel, to view the Bahai Hanging Gardens and the 

Bahai Temple. Dinner and overnight is in Haifa. B/L/D  
 

Friday, October 29, 2010 • Tiberias  
Today we drive to another UNESCO World Heritage Site of 

Acre. Acre is an exceptional historic, walled port-city with a 

continuous settlement from the Phoenician period. We visit the 

Crusaders Hall and Al Jazar Mosque. After lunch, we drive 

to see Zippori. Ancient Zippori, also known by its Greek 

name Sephoris, was first mentioned in Josephus Flavius’ 

description of the reign of Hasmonean king Alexander 

Jannaeus. We view the stunning mosaic, known as the Mona 

Lisa of Galilee. Then, we head to Nazareth, where we visit 

the Church of Annunciation. Our day ends as we drive, via 

Cana of Galilee, to Tiberias for over-night. B/L/D  
 

Saturday, October 30, 2010 • Tiberias  
Our day begins as we depart the hotel to enjoy a boat ride on 

the Sea of Galilee. After the boat ride we travel to the Mount 

of Beatitudes. North of the Sea of Galilee, atop the Beatitudes 

Mount, lies a beautiful church with an octagonal dome that 

represents the 8 “Beatitudes” of the sermon when Jesus Christ 

blessed His disciples 2000 years ago (Mathew 5). From this 

mount we can view Tabgha and Capernaum. We continue on 

to visit the World Heritage Site of Tel Hazor. For lunch 

today, we enjoy a traditional St. Peter Fish meal. After lunch, 

we visit the Hazor Museum located next to Tel Hazor. Our 

journey continues to Hula Valley Nature Reserve, a swamp 

that is a home to tens of thousands of birds coming to Israel to 

spend fall and winter in a warm climate. After seeing the 

birds, we ascend to the Golan Heights to enjoy a wine tasting 

in one of the finest wineries in the Golan Heights. On the way 

to our hotel we visit the Baptism site of Yardenit on the 

Jordan River. Dinner and overnight is in Tiberias. B/L/D  
 

Sunday, October 31, 2010 • Amman  
After breakfast, we drive to Sheik Hussein Bridge and cross 

the border to Jordan. In Jordan we visit Jerash, where we see 

the Temple of Artemis and the Roman Theater 

Triumphant. After lunch, we proceed to the World Heritage 

Site of Quseir Amra. Built in the early 8th century, this 

exceptionally well-preserved desert castle was both a fortress 

with a garrison and a residence of the Umayyad caliphs. The 

most outstanding features of this small pleasure palace are the 

reception hall and the hammom, both richly decorated. We 

continue to Amman for dinner and overnight. B/L/D  
 

Monday, November 1, 2010 • Petra  
Today we drive from Amman to Madaba to enjoy a short 

visit to St. George’s Cathedral, where the 6th  century mosaic 

map is laid down. We continue to Mount Nebo (the alleged 

burial place of Moses) to enjoy the panoramic view of the 

Jordan Valley, the Dead Sea and the Jordan River. The old 

church on top of the mountain with its well preserved large 

pieces of Mosaic dates back to the Byzantine era. We proceed 

to visit the World Heritage Site of Um er-Rasas (Kastom 

Mefa’a). It contains remains from the Roman, Byzantine and 

early Moslem periods (end of 3rd to 9th  century AD). Um er-

Rasas is a master piece of human creative genius, given the 

artistic and technical qualities of the mosaic floor of St. 

Stephen’s Church, a unique and complete example of stylite 

towers. It is strongly associated with monasticism and with 

the spread of monotheism in the whole region, including 

Islam. Dinner and overnight is in Petra. B/D  
 

Tuesday, November 2, 2010 • Petra  
Today is a full day to visit Petra. We take a couple of minutes 

to walk to the gates of Petra, where horses are waiting to take 

us on a short horse ride to the beginning of the Siq, after which 

we have to walk through a narrow canyon to the first great 

monument where the treasury is revealed, the Roman Theater 

and Royal Tombs. Dinner and overnight is in Petra. B/D  
 

Wednesday, November 3, 2010 • Dead Sea  
After breakfast we drive to Allenby Bridge and cross the 

border to Israel, where we visit Qumran. The Hidden Scrolls 

found in the caves in 1947 exposed the secret life of the 

Essense, a small ultra religious sect, who hid there from the 

Roman enemy. This is the finding place of the famous Dead 

Sea Scrolls. Our next stop is the AHAVA Cosmetic Factory. 

We proceed to our Dead Sea Hotel, where we swim and “float” 

in the Dead Sea. Enjoy the spa the hotel has to offer. B/D 
 

Thursday, November 4, 2009 • Jerusalem  
Following breakfast we ascend to Masada, 500 meters high,

above the Dead Sea. The fortress of Masada is set on a giant 

cliff. The castle, built by King Herod, is 600 m. in length and 

300 m. in width, and 2000 years old. A cable car takes the 

visitors up to the cliff, to an unforgettable tour of the palaces, 

the warehouses and resident areas, the water complex, the 

impressive fortified system and to most fascinating views of 

the Judean desert. Next we drive towards Jerusalem and stop 

for a breathtaking viewpoint on Jericho and St. George 

Monastery, which is hidden in a deep canyon in Wadi Kelt. 

Following lunch, we continue to Yad Vashem, the Holocaust 

Memorial Museum, and the Jewish memorial to the 

murdered six million in the Holocaust, which contains the 

world’s largest repository of information on the Holocaust. 

Dinner and overnight is in Jerusalem. B/L/D  
 

Friday, November 5, 2010 • Jerusalem  
This morning we visit the archeological site of the City of 

David and Hezekiah Tunnel. After lunch, we enter the Old 

City and walk the Via Dolorosa to visit the Church of the 

Holy Sepulcher. We walk through the Jewish Quarter and 

the Cardo to Mt. Zion, where we visit the Last Supper 

Room and King David’s Tomb. We proceed to the Mount of 

Olives for a view of Jerusalem, overlooking the Old City. The 

mount is covered in olive trees, cemeteries and churches 

commemorating the Christian events of Jesus. After we take 

in all the sights, we proceed to visit the Garden of 

Gethsemane. The entrance to the Garden of Gethsemane has 

ancient olive trees believed to date back to the times of Christ.  

Dinner and overnight is in Jerusalem. B/L/D  
 

Saturday, November 6, 2010 • Jerusalem  
After breakfast, we enter the Old City of Jerusalem, via the 

Dung Gate, while ascending to the Temple Mount. We visit 

the Dome of the Rock and El Akza Mosques, the holiest 

places for both Jews and Muslims. Next, we descend the 

Temple Mount and visit the archaeological park of the 

Davidson Center, where we view the Virtual Presentation. 

After the presentation, we head to the Western Wall. Most 

holy for the Jewish are the remains of the wall that surrounded 

the Temple Mount. After lunch, we see the Israel Parliament 

and the Menorah, symbol of the Jewish state, which was 

donated by the British to the Jewish people in 1956. We visit 

the Israel Museum to see the Shrine of the Book and Scale 

Model of Jerusalem. This afternoon explore Bethlehem, 

believed to be the birth place of Jesus. We visit the Church of 

the Nativity and the Shepherds’ Field. After a farewell 

dinner tonight, we transfer to the airport for our early morning 

flight. B/L/D  
 

Sunday, November 7, 2010 • Return  
Our flight departs Tel Aviv this morning about 1:00 AM. We 

sleep aboard the plane as our flight returns to the United 

States.
