Tuesday, July 27, 2010 • Lucerne Area 

After breakfast, we begin a wonderful day of sightseeing. 

We take a short drive over the Brunig Pass to the Ber-

nese Oberland, the heart of the Swiss Alps. We now 

enjoy an excursion via cogwheel train from Lauterbrun-

nen, the ñvillage of the waterfalls,ò to the Kleine Schei-

degg for a panoramic view of the Eiger, Mönch and 

Jungfrau Mountains! After time for lunch we continue 

our train ride down the other side of the mountain to

HISTORY OF THE PASSION PLAY 
The history of the Oberammergau Passion Play 
begins in 1633. In the middle of the Thirty Years 
War, after months of dying and suffering from the 
plague, the people of Oberammergau took a vow 
to perform the ñPlay of the Suffering, Dying, and 
Resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christò every ten 
years. At Whitsun in 1634 they fulfilled their 
promise for the first time. As early as the mid-18th 
century spectators were already coming to 
Oberammergau from all parts of Germany, at-
tracted by the great power and fascination of the 
play. Nowadays, Oberammergau is happy to host 
guests from all over the world. In 2010 the village 
will be performing for the 41st time the play that 
the people of Oberammergau have kept up in 
unique continuation throughout the centuries.  
 

In a five-hour performance more than 2000 par-
ticipants enact the story of Jesus of Nazareth on 
the large open-air stage of the Passion Play Thea-
tre with all its sights and sounds. Almost half of 
the inhabitants of Oberammergau perform with 
great dedication the story of the man whose mes-
sage has given an incredible number of people 
hope and vitality throughout 2000 years. They 
play it out from his entry into Jerusalem to his 
death on the cross and resurrection.

There are four 

pounds of gold leaf in every room 

and a beautiful collection of vases. 

We will take time for a guided tour 

of the castle. Time allowing, we will 

also visit the beautiful rococo cloister in Ettal. We then 

drive to our hotel in Oberammergau. In the evening we 

can wander on the beautiful streets. B/D

lunch we will attend the Passion Play, the highlight of the 

tour. There will be an intermission for dinner and then 

return to the Passion Play theater for the rest of the pro-

duction.
