Sunday, August 1, 2010 • Sogndal  
We continue on today, venturing into some of the most 

beautiful scenery the world has to offer. We begin by climb-

ing the Trollôs Highway into the mountains. We  pass moun-

tain lakes and our first fjords as we travel toward the beauti-

ful Geirangerfjord. In Geiranger we  take a one hour 

cruise from Geiranger to Hellesylt on the Geirangerfjord. 

This route is touted by many as the most beautiful in Nor-

way, and the steep, rugged cliffs and many waterfalls do 

truly make it breathtaking. In Hellesylt we board our coach 

and drive south past seemingly endless fjords and lakes to 

our destination for the evening in Sogndal. En route we stop 

for a chance to shop for sweaters at a most famous souvenir 

shop in Skei, visit a glacier museum, and stop at a local 

goat farm near Sogndal for a tour and a chance to sample 

some local cheese. B/D 

 

Monday, August 2, 2010 • Bergen  
This morning we continue through Norwayôs fjords, first 

crossing the mighty Sognefjord to Vangsnes and then travel-

ing to Voss. In Voss we board a train to Myrdal, a remote 

mountain station, where we change trains and board the fa-

mous Flåmbanen (Flåm Train) for a ride on what is rated as 

one of the most beautiful railways in the world. We then 

continue on to Bergen, traveling via the Stalheim Canyon 

road to Norwayôs ñfjord capitalò. B/D 

 

Tuesday, August 3, 2010 • Bergen  
This morning a local English-speaking guide meets us at our 

hotel to take us on a panoramic tour of the city. We stroll 

through the famous Hanseatic warehouse district and learn 

a bit about the life of these traders which were so important 

to the growth of Bergen. We visit the fish market, and tour 

Troldhaugen, the home of the beloved Norwegian com-

poser Edvard Grieg. We also tour the Hanseatic Museum. 

We have the afternoon and evening free to explore the 

riches of this city and to choose a dining experience of our 

own. B 

 

Wednesday, August 4, 2010 • Rosendal  
After breakfast this morning we depart Bergen and travel to 

Rosendal. En route we take in many more beautiful fjord 

views, visit Bondhusbeen Glacier, Fureberg Waterfall, a 

medieval church and a shipyard. We also visit the 

Baroniet Rosendal, and other sites in the afternoon before 

retiring  along the Hardangerfjord in Rosendal. B/D 

Wednesday, July 28, 2010 • Depart 

We begin our journey as we board our trans-Atlantic flight 

for Norway. (If taking the optional day in Reykjavik, depar-

ture day would be Tuesday, July 27, 2010) 
 

Thursday, July 29, 2010 • Oslo , Norway 

Upon arrival at Gaerdermoen Airport, we meet our driver, 

board our coach, and travel a short distance into the city. 

Our first stop will be Frogner Park, to visit the renowned 

and poignant Vigeland Sculptures. We then travel to Hol-

menkollen, to look over Oslo from the beloved Olympic 

Ski Jump. In addition to admiring the view, we take time to 

visit the museum on site, dedicated to the history of ski 

jumping in Norway. We  travel to the city center and check 

into our hotel for the evening. B/D 
 

Friday, July 30, 2010 • Oslo  
Today a local English-speaking guide meets us at our hotel 

to take us on a panoramic tour of the city. Included in our 

tour are visits to the Kon Tiki Museum and the Viking 

Ship Museum. The afternoon will be free giving us time to 

explore the city on our own, perhaps visiting one of the 

many other museums Oslo has to offer. This evening we 

visit the Norwegian Folk Museum for a tour and a folklore 

dinner. B/D 
 

Saturday, July 31, 2010 • Åndalsnes  

We travel north from Oslo today as our journey across 

beautiful Norway begins. Our first stop is near Jevnaker to 

visit the Hadeland Glassworks. We tour perhaps the most 

impressive glassworks in Scandinavia, seeing artisans 

working up close and learning about the skill and technol-

ogy necessary to create these ornate glass treasures. We 

then travel on to Gjøvik, where we visit the Cavern Hall, 

one of the most famous venues from the 1994 Winter 

Olympic Games. Finally, we travel through the Gudbrands-

Wednesday, July 28, 2010 • Reykjavik, Iceland 

You may choose to depart a day early on your tour, to 

have an opportunity to experience Iceland. Upon arriving 

in Iceland in the morning, you board a bus and take an 

escorted tour of some of Icelandôs most famous and beau-

tiful sights, including the thundering waters of the Gulfoss 

waterfall, and Geysir, a far more active geyser than our 

Old Faithful which affords us an opportunity to see an 

active geyser from a very close vantage point (as close as 

10 feet away). You may explore the highlights of Reykja-

vik on your own spending the evening in Icelandôs capital. 

Breakfast is included the morning of the 29th. 



Thursday, August 5, 2010 • Hjelmeland  

We finish our visit in Rosendal with a visit to the Skaa-

lurensamlinga Ship Building Museum. We then wind our 

way around the mountains and fjords to reach Hjelmeland. 

After another day of breathtaking views, we have the oppor-

tunity to tour the Jaer Stool Factory (a chair factory) in 

Hjelmeland. B/D 

 

Friday, August 6, 2010 • Stavanger  

This morning we travel along the Fisterfjorden on our way 

to Stavanger. Along the way we visit an old textile mill 

where handmade crafts can be purchased, and the old Ardal 

Church. Our highlight of the day is a trip across the fjord to 

the small island of Helgoy, where families have lived for 

centuries. Here we have a box lunch, see the orchards and 

hydroponic greenhouses, and possibly take another smaller 

boat for a ride on the fjord. Our day ends as we arrive in 

Stavanger. B/L/D 

 

Saturday, August 7, 2010 • Stavanger  
Today a local English-speaking guide takes us on a short 

tour of the city, including a visit to the Petroleum Museum 

and the old sardine factory. We then board a cruise for an-

other breathtaking adventure, this time on the Lysefjord. 

Upon returning to Stavanger in the afternoon, we have a 

little free time before our farewell dinner together at the ho-

tel. B/D 

 

Sunday, August 8, 2010 • Return
