Also located here is the 

Jewish Cemetery, a most astonishing sight, with grave-

stones almost piled on top of each other! Ceremony 

Hall is also here and houses a moving exhibit of draw-

ings by the children who were held at the Terezín Con-

centration Camp. Dinner this evening will include folk-

lore entertainment.

Friday, September 17, 2010 Å Prague 

Today we discover why Prague has become the most 

popular destination in Europe. Our sightseeing begins 

with the Hradcany (Castle Dis-

trict), where we visit the Royal 

Palace and St. Vitus Cathedral 

as well as enjoy an impressive 

view over the city. From here 

we walk down to the historic 

Charles Bridge and cross the 

Moldau River to the Old Town 

Square. The Charles Bridge is 

actually a shopping center above 

the Moldau River, with a lot of 

items to look at. When we arrive in the center, we have 

a late lunch. We then view the renowned Astronomical 

Clock. Dinner this evening is on our own. B 

 
Saturday, September 18, 2010 Å Prague 

We have free time to ex-

plore on our own this 

morning. Then we walk to 

Wenceslas Square, enjoy-

ing Pragueôs liveliest street 

scene along the way. The 

centerpiece on the square is 

the statue of Jan Hus, one of Pragueôs famous citi-

zens, who is often described as the forerunner to Mar-

tin Luther. The area is filled with good shopping  and 

photo opportunities such as the wedding-cake baroque 

St. Nicholas Church, the gothic Tyn Church and the 

Kinsky Palace with its rococo façade. B/D 

 
Sunday, September 19, 2010 Å Olomouc 

We drive from Prague to Olomouc today. Olomouc 

seems more like an Austrian city historically, as it was 

very supportive of the Hapsburg Empire. Upon arrival 

in Olomouc we have a city tour which  includes a visit 

to St. Michaelôs Church. The Upper Square includes 

the Trinity Column , one of a kind, and four baroque 

fountains depicting Jupiter, Neptune, Caesar and Her-

cules. We enjoy dinner at our hotel. B/D 

 
Monday, September 20, 2010 Å Krakow, Poland 

We visit the concentration 

camp in Auschwitz en 

route to Krakow today. Af-

ter arriving in Krakow, a 

locally guided tour shows 

us why Krakow has been 

listed by UNESCO as one 

of the great historic cities of 

the world. Some of the finest buildings in Poland were 

built in this city, and since Krakow escaped devasta-

tion during World War II, many remain in their origi-

nal state. We enjoy dinner at the hotel tonight. B/D 

 
Tuesday, September 21, 2010 Å Krakow 
This morning we drive to the Wieliczka Salt Mine. 

The mine no longer functions as a mine, but is a won-

derful museum. In the afternoon we return to Krakow 

for a free afternoon. There is much to see and the 

shopping is the best yet. B

We drive south to our next destination. Upon arrival in 

Budapest, we get an overview of the city before check-

ing in at the hotel. We enjoy a gypsy wedding cele-
